For that reason,
an initiative as this becomes instrumental in constructing one’s own
creative capabilities outside the traditional framework of academics;
discovering and trusting their own selves as capable individuals. We
therefore, dream of a liberal space where the boundaries of language, of
genre and of subject are discerningly alleviated, helping students stand
up to their own individual and collective anxieties.

The famous martial artist, cultural icon and often ideally
referred to as “artist + philosopher”, Bruce Lee states, ““You must be
shapeless, formless, like water. When you pour water in a cup, it
becomes the cup. When you pour water in a bottle, it becomes the bottle.
When you pour water in a teapot, it becomes the teapot. Water can drip
and it can crash. Be water, my friend.” ‘To be water’, as Bruce Lee
unequivocally suggests, be the life-force of this endeavour; be
immeasurably accommodative of everything and every infinitesimal
idea sparkling far away in the imaginative minds of this young
generation.
