Firat Transwoman as Journalist and News Anchor

Unlike all of us, a transgender career path is not simple and straight, for they have
to make extra effort to be accepted in this world. Padmini Prakash is a journalist and a
news anchor. she created history by becoming the first Indian trans person to be an
anchor in news channel.

Padmini Prakash was born into a conservative Tamil family in Tamil Nadu. As she
was rejected by her family, she left home at the age of 13. After leaving home, she
attempted suicide, but was saved by some people. She completed her school
education and applied for distance education and she was forced to drop after second
year due to gender identity. Nagraj Prakash, a family friend encouraged her to study
further. Her strong determination made her to stand on her own. She sought a career in
Lotus news Tamil channel as she started looking for transgender news anchor positions.
She was selected for the news reader position on August 15, 2014. Padmini hosted the
7 pm news on the channel, becoming the first Indian Transwoman to be on television.
Now as a successful person, she is working on protection for Transgender community in
India, changing many lives like her’s. She was crowned as ‘Miss Transgender’ in India,
2009" and ‘Miss Transgender’ in Tamil Nadu, 2007.
